Co-amoxiclav 1.2G 
IV at induction, 
repeated at 8 and 
16 hours thereafter. 

Clindamycin 600mg  
IV at induction, 
repeated 6, 12 and 
18 hours thereafter, 
plus gentamicin 
120mg IV at 
induction only 

Teicoplanin 
400mg IV plus 
gentamicin 
120mg IV 

Intraoral bone 
grafting procedures 

Co-amoxiclav 1.2G  
IV 8 hourly for 24 
hours  
then  
co-amoxiclav 
625mg orally 8 
hourly for 6 days.  

Clindamycin 600mg 
IV 6 hourly for 24 
hours plus 
gentamicin 120mg IV 
at induction,  
then  
clindamycin 300mg 
orally 6 hourly for 6 
days 

Teicoplanin 
400mg IV plus 
gentamicin 
120mg IV  
then  
doxycycline 
200mg orally daily 
for 6 days
