tirzepatide solution for injection in pre-filled pen (Mounjaro®) Eli Lilly and Company 
Limited SMC2633 
Minor amendments have been made to the Detailed Advice Document (DAD) for 
tirzepatide (Mounjaro®), for the treatment of adults with insufficiently controlled type 2 
diabetes mellitus as an adjunct to diet and exercise: 
•          as monotherapy when metformin is considered inappropriate due to intolerance or 
contraindications 
•          in addition to other medicinal products for the treatment of diabetes.  
The DAD will be reissued to Boards on Friday 05 April 2024 and published on the website 
on Monday 08 April 2024. 
 
Ultra Orphan For NOTING 
The following medicine did not meet the revised UO definition: 

 tofesen sodium (Qalsody®) for the treatment of adults with amyotrophic lateral 
sclerosis (ALS) associated with a mutation in the superoxide dismutase 1 (SOD1) 
gene. 

 
Boards are reminded that any request to access treatment with a validated ultra-orphan 
prior to its availability within the ultra-orphan pathway should be considered through local 
non-formulary processes.

The committee felt this was a helpful update to the 
previous document. A point was raised regarding post-discharge follow up. It was agreed 
to amend the wording slightly and return for final review. Latin abbreviations to be 
amended. 
 
Valproate RAF Process Update 
LT gave a summary on the need for formal processes in MH & LD to ensure the service is 
meeting regulatory changes required by the MHRA regarding prescribing of medicines 
containing valproate. It was agreed the document provided helpful advice which was 
appreciated. A comment regarding using alternative means of communication with 
patients who DNA was noted, as well as clarification of the abbreviation DMP (for 
Designated Medical Practitioner- a term for 2nd opinion doctors for patients detained 
under MHA legislation). The document was approved pending these changes. LT can 
upload to CG website once changes are actioned.
